DEFINITIONS OF CLASSES |

Inthefollowing definitions, a Challenge Certificate includes any Show award that counts towards thetitle of Champion under the rules of any
governing body recognised by the Kennel Club. Wins at Championship Showsin breed classes where Challenge Certificates are not on offer
shall be counted aswinsat Open Shows. Inthe case of adog owned in partnership and entered in Members' classes or competing for Members'
Specials each partner must at the time of entry be a member of the Society.

In estimating the number of awardswon, al winsup to and including the seventh day beforethe date of closing of entriesshall be counted when

entering for any classi.e. Monday, 26" December 2011.

Winsin Variety classes do not count for entry in breed classes but when entering for Variety classes, winsin both Breed and Variety classes

must be counted. A First Prize does not include a Special Prize of whatever value.

If an exhibitor reports before the judging of aclass or classes that adog has been entered which isineligible, the exhibitor may choose one of

the following options:-

(1) Withdrawal
The dog may be withdrawn from competition subject to the conditions of Regulations 9(j) and 20.

(2) Transfer
a) If adogisineligible for aclass or classes as regards its colour, sex, weight or height the Show Secretary shall transfer it to the

equivalent class or classesfor the correct colour, sex, weight or height and, in the event of their being no equivalent class, Minor
Puppy and Puppy excepted to the Open class for the correct colour, sex, weight or height.

b) Foranexhibit enteredincorrectly inaMinor Puppy Class, Puppy Classor Junior Class, whichisover agebut under twelve calendar
months of age, eighteen calendar months of age or 24 calendar months of age respectively, the Show Secretary shall transfer the
exhibit tothe Puppy Class, Junior Classor Y earling Classrespectively for thecorrect colour, sex, weight or height and inthe event
of their being no Puppy, Junior or Y earling Class to the Open Class for the correct colour, sex, weight or height.

c) For any reason other than the above, the Show Secretary shall transfer it to the Open Classfor the correct colour, sex, weight or height.

d) If an exhibit arriveslate and misses aclass, even if it isthe only classin which the dog is entered, the dog may not be transferred
to any other class.

MINOR PUPPY  For dogs of six and not exceeding nine calendar months of age on the first day of the Show.

PUPPY  For dogs of six and not exceeding twelve calendar months of age on the first day of the Show.

JUNIOR For dogs of six and not exceeding eighteen calendar months of age on the first day of the Show.

MAIDEN For dogs which have not won a Challenge Certificate or a First Prize at an Open or Championship Show (Minor Puppy, Special
Minor Puppy, Puppy and Special Puppy classes excepted, whether restricted or not).

NOVICE For dogswhich have not won aChallenge Certificate or three or more First Prizes at Open and Championship Shows (Minor Puppy,
Special Minor Puppy, Puppy and Special Puppy classes excepted, whether restricted or not).

GRADUATE For dogswhich havenot won aChallenge Certificate or 4 or moreFirst Prizesat Championship Showsin Graduate, Post Graduate,
Minor Limit, Mid Limit, Limit and Open Classes whether restricted or not where Challenge Certificates were offered for the breed.

POST GRADUATE For dogswhich have not won aChallenge Certificate or 5 or more First Prizesat Championship Showsin Post Graduate,
Minor Limit, Mid Limit, Limit and Open Classes whether restricted or not where Challenge Certificates were offered for the breed.

MID LIMIT For dogs which have not become show Champions under Kennel Club Regulations or under the rules of any governing body
recognised by theKennel Club or won5or moreFirst Prizesinall at Championship Showsin Mid Limit, Limit and Open classes, confined
to the breed, whether restricted or not, at Shows where Challenge Certificates were offered for the breed.

LIMIT For dogswhich havenot becomeshow Championsunder Kennel Club Regulationsor under therul esof any governing body recognised
by the Kennel Club or won 7 or more First Prizesin all at Championship Showsin Limit or Open classes, confined to the breed, whether
restricted or not, at Shows where Challenge Certificates were offered for the breed.

OPEN For al dogs of the breeds for which the classis provided and eligible for entry at the Show.

VETERAN For dogs of not less than seven years of age on the first day of the Show.

SPECIAL YEARLING For dogs of six and not exceeding twentyfour months of age on the first day of the Show.

ADVISORY NOTICE

NOT FOR COMPETITION Societies may at their discretion, accept Not for Competition entries. Societies may accept such entries from
breeds of dog not included within thetitle of the Society and at Shows held over more than one day, such entries may be accepted on any
day from any breed.

| RULES and REGULATIONS |

The Show will open at 9.00 am

Dogswill bereceived until 11.30 am and after which no dogs may be received except under exceptional and unforeseen circumstances
and by specia permission of the Show Management.

Judging will commence at 10.00 am (Bitches) and 10.30 am (Dogs).

Exhibits may be removed from the Show after their judging has been completed. The Show will close half an hour after all judging has
been completed.

Theuseof cooking stovesin the proximity of thetenting and benching areasisforbidden except asauthorised by the Show Management.
FEES: Entry fees: Non-Members: £15.50 1st entry per dog; £2.00 each subsequent entry with the same dog. Members: £12.00 1st entry
per dog; £1.00 each subsequent entry with the same dog; Members3rd dog entered £8.00. Catal ogues: £3.00 pre-paidwithentries; (none
available on the day) Membership: £3.00 single - £3.50 joint.

There will be no Prize Money on offer at this Show.

The Committee reservesto itself the right to refuse entries.

Puppies under six calendar months of age on the first day of the Show are not eligible for exhibition.

The mating of bitches within the precincts of the Show is forbidden.

Best Puppy in Show

Where aBest Puppy in Show competition is scheduled the Best Puppy in Show isa puppy which has competed and is unbeaten by any
other puppy exhibited at the same Show. A puppy isadog of six and not exceeding twelve calendar months of age on the first day of
the Show. Where the Best in Show isa puppy it will also automatically be Best Puppy in Show. Similarly, if the Reserve Best in Show
isapuppy which hasonly been beaten by an adult dog it will also automatically be Best Puppy in Show. Consequently, selection of Best
Puppy in Show must follow the selection of Best in Show.

Best Puppy in Show must be selected from puppies which have been judged and which are unbeaten by any other puppy.
Withdrawal from Other Competition Puppies which become eligible for Best Puppy in Show may be withdrawn from all other
competition, other than Breed Classes prior to the competition for Best Puppy in Show as appropriate, in order to remain unbeaten. A
puppy beaten in competition for Best Puppy in Show may subsequently be exhibited in all competition for which it was previously
eligible. The dog declared Best Puppy in Show, however, must not compete in any subsequent competition.

Award confined to one breed will not be considered to be a beaten dog.

Bestin Show Thedog declared Best in Show isadog which had competed and is unbeaten by any other dog exhibited at the same Show.
Best in Show must be selected from the exhibits declared Best of Sex providing they are unbeaten winning dogs. Reserve Best in Show
must be selected from the Best Opposite Sex and the Reserve Best of Sex to the exhibit declared Best in Show.

The dogs declared Best in Show and Reserve Best in Show must not compete in any subsequent competition.

Withdrawal from Other Competition Dogswhich becomeeligiblefor Best in Show maybe withdrawn fromall other competition, other
than breed classes prior to the competition for Best in Show as appropriate in order to remain unbeaten. A dog beaten in competition
for Best in Show may subsequently be exhibited in all competition for which it was previously eligible. The dogs declared Best in Show
and Reserve Best in Show however, must not compete in any subsequent competition.

Proviso For the purposesof thisRegul ation, dogsbeatenin competitionfor Stud Dog, Brood Bitch, Progeny, Braceand Team or aSpecial
Award confined to asingle breed, will not be considered to be beaten dogs.

Exhibitswill not be admitted to Best in Show competition after aperiod of ten minutes has el apsed since the announcement that exhibits
are required for judging, unless they have been unavoidably delayed by previous judging not being completed on time, and then only
with the special permission of the Show Management.

No modifications will be made to this Schedule except by permission of the General Committee of the Kennel Club, which will be
followed by advertisement in the Canine Press wherever possible.

All exhibitors must be familiar with Kennel Club Regulation F (Annex B) - Regulations for the Preparation of Dogs for Exhibition.
All dogs resident outside of the UK must be issued with aKennel Club Authority to Compete number before entry to the show/event
can be made. All overseas entries without an Authority to Compete number will be returned to the exhibitor/competitor.

Dogsin Carson Hot Days. Y our dog is vulnerable and at risk during hot weather and the Kennel Club offers the following guidance
to help guide you through the do’s and don’ts travelling to and whilst at KC licensed events.

* Whentravelling to ashow pleasetakeamoment to consider whether therouteto the show ison abusy holiday route, andleaveearlier
to avoid increased time in traffic jams.

If your vehicle is not air-conditioned seriously consider whether travelling to the show isagood idea at all.

The vehicle should be as fully ventilated as possible, and plenty of stops should be taken, with lots of water available to drink.
Ensure your dog is not sitting in full sunlight. There should be plenty of free flowing air around the dog.

When at the show, never leave your dog in the vehicle.

Keep the dog in the shade - take your own shade for example a large umbrella and always have plenty of water available to drink
so your dog stays well hydrated.

« Avoid your dog taking part in unnecessary exertion, or from standing in exposed sunlight for extended lengths of time.
Remember, if you feel hot your dogisvery likely to feel much hotter and dehydrated, and thiscould lead to direresults. Pleaselook after
your dog' swelfare. WARNING: IF YOUR DOG ISFOUND TOBE AT RISK FORCIBLEENTRY TO YOURVEHICLEMAY
BENECESSARY WITHOUT LIABILITY FORANY DAMAGE CAUSED. Anyonewhosedogisenteredat aKennel Clublicensed
event should take all reasonable steps to ensure the needs of their dog(s) are met, and should not put adog’s health and welfare at risk
by any action, default, omission or otherwise. Breach of Kennel Club Regulations in this respect may be referred to the General
Committee for disciplinary action under Kennel Club Rules and Regulations. Exhibitors/Competitors are reminded that show societies
have the right under Kennel Club Regulation to refuse any entry.

Nlot bfor Comggtiti on entrieswill be accepted. Details of each dog so entered must be recorded on the entry form and must be Kennel
Club registered.

Every exhibitor making an entry or entriesfor this Show shall be deemed to have agreed to abide by Kennel Club Rulesand Regulations
and it is on this understanding only that entries are received.

The Committee are enpowered to exclude any dog which is not in afit state for exhibition either from disease, vice, natural or other
causes, and if such exclusion takes place either before or after the dog is judged, the entry fee will be forfeited.

Intheevent of aJudgenot fulfilling his/her engagement tojudge, he/shemay berequired by the General Committeeto givehis/her reasons
for such failure, and in the event of his/her explanation not being considered satisfactory, the General Committee may fine him/her. In
theevent of such finenot being paid within thetime stipul ated by the General Committee, the Judge may, at the discretion of the General
Committee, be dealt with asif acomplaint under Kennel Club Rule 17 had been lodged against him/her and proved to the satisfaction
of the General Committee. Show Secretariesmust confirmall invitationsto the Judge, in writing, immediately the appointment hasbeen
approved (vide Kennel Club Regulation 22[a]).

A Judge shall be empowered to withhold any award if, in his/her opinion, thereisalack of sufficient merit or, if in his/her opinion, the
attention of the exhibit hasbeen improperly attracted after he/she has warned the handler, but he/she must mark on his/her judging slips
that the award has been so withheld. The Judge is not entitled to withhold an award for any other reason. When a Judge withholds a
third award for want of merit, the subsequent awards in the class must also be withheld (vide Kennel Club Regulation 22[d]).
Exhibitors may exercisetheir dogs, but if adog isnot on its bench when required for judging, the Committee will not be responsible for
its absence from the show ring.

Mfe;nberlsvk\)/hosesubscri ptionfor thecurrent year hasnot been paid arenot eligibleto competefor Trophiesand CupsconfinedtoMembers
of the Club.

Exhibitors must supply their own benching chains. Any person wishing to sell their dog or dogs must state the price on the entry form.
If no price is stated the dog will be considered as not for sale.

Any objection to a dog must be made under the terms of Kennel Club Regulation 26.

A dog must, at the time of entry for a Show, be registered asrequired by the Kennel Club Rules and Regulationsin the exhibitor'sname
(or registration or transfer applied for). In the case of a partnership the full name of every partner must be given. A dog entered at a
Show may be sold and exhibited asthe purchaser's property provided that an application for atransfer has been forwarded to the Kennel
Club before the Show and the new owner has undertaken to abide by the regulations and conditions of the original Entry Form (vide
Kennel Club Rule 10[h]).

No member of the Committee or Officers of the Show shall be allowed to wear his’her badge whilst exhibiting.

All Rules and Regulations or definitions of the nature of rules and regulations, printed for conveniencein other parts of this Schedule,
shall be deemed to be regulations of the Committee and shall have the same effect as if they formed part of these Regulations.

All dogs must be on alead when in the ring, unless by specia permission of the Judge.

Each exhibitor will have free admission. If the exhibitor shows three or more dogs, one extra pass will be given.

The Committee of the Show can accept no responsibility for products advertised or sold by Standholders at the Show, and remind
exhibitorsthat grooming products on sale may not meet the requirements of the Regulationsfor the Preparation of Dogs for Exhibition.
Any owner, competitor, handler or other personin charge of adog isrequired to remove as soon as possible any fouling caused by their
dog(s) at any Kennel Club licensed show within thelicensed venue and within the environs of that event including car and caravan parks
and approaches.

The owner, exhibitor, handler or other person in charge of adog at Kennel Club licensed events must at all times ensure that the dog
iskept under proper control whilst at the licensed venue, including itsenvirons, car and caravan parksand approaches. This Regulation
a;f)p“ es befo)re (at any time during the set up period at the venue), during the event and afterwards (at any time during the breakdown
of the event).

A dog may be disqualified by the General Committee from any award, whether an objection has been lodged or not, if proved amongst
other thingsto have been: a) registered or recorded as having been bred by the schedul ed Judge, this shall not apply to a Judge appointed
in an emergency; b) exhibited without payment of appropriate entry fees.

Every exhibitor shall ensure that whilst the dog is being exhibited, its handler shall display the correct ring number.
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BREEDERS' COMPETITION
The Breeders’ Competition offers the following Awards:

Best Breeder in Breed/AVNSC classes 1st, 2nd and 3rd
Best Breeder in Group 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th

Grand Final at Crufts 2013

The following requirements apply to entries for these awards:

1. Breeders wishing to enter the competition should first purchase a Breeders Competition
Record Book from the Kennel Club or from the show secretary.

2. The Breeder enters for the award in his/her name and is responsible for arranging which
exhibits form their breeder group, or team.

3. The Breeder must complete the Record Book accurately with all necessary details before
presenting it to the show organisers.

4. The Breeder is responsible for obtaining the necessary authority to compete from the show
organisers (or designated official such as the Ring Steward) to compete for the award.

5. The Breeder’s team must consist of a minimum of three and a maximum of four dogs of the
same breed, all of which must be entered in a class at the show.

A Breeder may enter more than one team per show.
All dogs must have the same registered breeder.
The ‘beaten dog’ rule will NOT apply.

Best Breeder in Breed and Best Breeder in AVNSC Classes goes through to a Best Breeder
in Group award.

10. Breeders acquire points in competition over a calendar year as follows:

Best Breeder in Breed/AVNSC Classes 3 points
Second place Breeder in Breed/AVNSC Classes 2 points
Third place Breeder in Breed/AVNSC Classes 1 point

Best Breeder in Group 4 points
Second place Breeder in Group 3 points
Third place Breeder in Group 2 points
Fourth place Breeder in Group 1 point

The Breeders who have amassed a minimum of 25 points over a calendar year will qualify for
the Final/Semi-Final in the following year. It is not a requirement to withdraw from the competition
upon reaching 25 points. At the end of the competition year in question, Breeders should forward
their record books to the Canine Activities Department at the Kennel Club which will advise
whether they have qualified for the Crufts Final.

REGULATIONS FOR THE PREPARATION
OF DOGS FOR EXHIBITION F (Annex B)

1. These Regulations must be observed when a dog is prepared for exhibition and/or exhibited at any
Kennel Club Licensed event. Objections may be referred to the General Committee for disciplinary
action under these Show Regulations and/or for disciplinary action under Kennel Club Rule A 42.

a) A dog found to have been exhibited in breach of these Regulations will automatically be
disqualified from exhibition at the show and from any award gained thereat.

b) Unless the exhibitor provides a satisfactory explanation for the dog being exhibited in breach
of these Regulations then he/she may be subject to further penalties of either a fine or as listed
under Rule A 42.

2. a) No substance which alters the natural colour, texture or body of the coat may be present in the
dog's coat for any purpose at any time during the Show. No substance which alters the natural
colour of any external part of the dog may be present on the dog for any purpose at any time
during the Show.

b) Any other substance (other than water) which may be used in the preparation of a dog for
exhibition must not be allowed to remain in the coat or on any other part of the dog at the time
of exhibition.

3. No act or operation which alters the natural conformation of a dog or any part thereof may be
performed except:

(a) Operations certified to the satisfaction of the General Committee.
(b) The removal of dew claws of any breed.

(c) Operations to prevent breeding provided that such operations are notified to the Kennel Club
before neutered dogs are shown.

Nor must anything be done calculated in the opinion of the General Committee to deceive.

4. The General Committee without previous notice may order an examination of any dog or dogs at
any Show. Any examination thus ordered will be made by a person having executive authority who
shall have a written directive from the Kennel Club in their possession. Samples may be taken for
further examination and analysis.

5. Anindividual has the right to lodge an objection to a dog only if he/she is the owner or handler of
a dog competing in the same breed or class. An objection may, however, be lodged by an official
of the Show or by anyone so deputed by the Kennel Club. It will be the responsibility of the
individual who lodges the objection or the official (as appropriate) to substantiate the grounds for
the objection. The Kennel Club will substantiate the grounds for an objection made on its behalf.

6. Any objection by an individual related to an infringement of these Regulations must be made in
writing to the Show Secretary at his/her office before the close of the Show and the individual must
produce evidence of identity at the time of lodging the complaint.

Your dog is vulnerable and AT RISK if left in a vehicle in high temperatures and
even on days considered as slightly warm. Please take care of your dog. If your dog
is found to be at risk forcible entry to your vehicle may be necessary without
liability for any damage caused.
